Happy New Year!! 

The love of Christ, who died for me Is more than mind can know, 
His mercy measureless and free To meet the debt I owe. 
He came my sinful cause to plead, He laid his glories by,

Our minds will never be able to comprehend the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our 
Lord.  He has a mercy for us that simply does not end.  It does not matter how much I 
sin.  It does not matter how many times I fall back into the same temptations.  Mercy 

always remains.   
 

I had no cause, no justification, no reason at all to receive this from God the Father.  But 
still Jesus came.  He gave up the glories of heaven.  He left behind all the beauty and per-

fection.  All so that he could live transient life with no place to call home.  Knowing the 
whole time that he would die in the most shameful way imaginable.  What love is this? 

 
My sins I only see in part, My self-regarding ways; 

The secret places of my heart Lie bare before his gaze. 
For me the price of sin he paid; My sins beyond recall 

Are all alike on Jesus laid, he died to bear them all.  (CWS 749:2) 
 

Thanks to the Law of God I know many of my sins.  More than I really wish I did.  Still, 
they are only a drop in the bucket, only a small dot on the canvas of my life.  The rest is 
painted in with scores of others that I know nothing about.  But Jesus knows them all.   

 
Still, he came.  The price of such sin was death, blood, and the suffering of eternal hell.  

It was agony beyond belief.  But he paid it…for me.  Not only for me, but for all the 
world.  For those who would not listen to him; for those who would reject him; for those 

who would run the other way.  All was laid on Jesus.  What love is this? 
 

O living Lord of life, for whom The heavens held their breath, 
To see, triumphant from the tomb, A love that conquers death, 

Possess my heart that it may be Your kingdom without end, 
O Christ who died for love of me And lives to be my friend. (CWS 749:3) 

 
But this Jesus is not dead.  No, that would not do for the Son of God.  He is our living 

Lord, our living Savior.  He would not be so easily conquered by death.  His love for us 
too strong, his saving power, too great.  So we now have conquered death.  We now stand 

confidently saved.   
 

Make us yours, dear Jesus.  Make our hearts the places of your kingdom.  Fill them with 
the goodness of your gospel.  Purge them of all sin and selfish ways.  Make us wholly 

yours in all that we think, say and do.  I know what love you have for me.  I know what 
kind of a friend you are to me.  Make me more like you.

 If the message of the gospel were nothing but a human story that someone had authored in 

order to try to make sense out of the world, we would indeed be arrogant and intolerant to insist 

that “Jesus is the only right way to salvation.” But since the gospel is God’s message to his world, the 

real arrogance and intolerance is to reject God’s own message about God’s own Son who was sent 

to be our only Savior.  Any other message of salvation is “really no gospel at all? (Galatians 1:7).

Aren’t we being arrogant and intolerant to claim that Jesus is the only right way to salvation?   

Q: 

This We Believe: Justification by Grace Through Faith    

We reject universalism, the belief that all people are saved, even those without faith in Christ 

(John 3:36). We reject pluralism, the belief that there are other ways to salvation besides faith 

in Christ  (John 14:6; Acts 4:12). We reject any teaching that says it does not matter what one believes so

This Month in Godõs Word January Birthdays 
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In keeping with resolutions passed by the previous two 

synod conventions, the Conference of Presidents has 

asked the Ministry of Christian Giving to facilitate the ñOne 

in Christò special offering to completely retire the synodôs 

debt. 

As of the 2015 convention, the debt stood at about $4.7 

million. Materials were sent to congregations in the fall, 

with the encouragement that congregations would begin 

the effort prior to the end of the year and would conclude 

by June, 2016. 

God is already blessing the efforts. Even though it is still 

only about a month since the suggested start of the offer-

ing, as of Tues., Dec. 15, congregations and individuals 

have given $504,000. 

We pray that all congregations and members will partici-
pate in this effort. Once the debt is completely retired, the 
$1.6 million now budgeted annually for debt service will 
help us to continue the ministry that God has so richly 
blessed for us.

The next four-week Interactive Faith online Bible study will 

begin Wed., Jan. 13, 2016. Rev. Gary Pufahl, chairman of 

WELS Adult Discipleship and pastor at Christ, Big Bend, 

Wis., will lead the study twice each Wednesday at 6 p.m. 

and 8 p.m. (central) through Feb. 3. 

The theme of Pufahlôs study is ñWho is your God, for whom 

you live?ò 

ñEver since the fall into sin, human beings have wanted the 

status of ógod.ô They want to be god. They want to play 

god,ò says Pufahl. ñBut who exactly is the one true God? 

What is he like? What are his attributes? What is his will? 

What does he do? What amazing blessings become ours 

as we get to know our God better? I pray that Godôs peo-

ple will gain a greater appreciation for who God is and 

what he does as their God and that they will apply Godôs 

priorities to their lives.ò 

Thousands of WELS members have participated in the 

Interactive Faith Bible studies, which are held twice a year 

and led by a WELS pastor or professor. Many congrega-

tions gather as a group for the study; other WELS mem-

bers connect as couples or individuals. The studies are 

designed to have 10 to 15 minutes of lecture by the in-

structor, followed by 5 to 10 minutes for congregations to 

discuss a question or two or do further study. Participants 

can interact with the instructor via a chat box on the live 

stream. 

ñThese studies are not meant to replace the faithfulness of 

our pastors and teachers and lay leaders in our congrega-

tions. They are intended to give another option to Godôs 

people for encouragement,ò says Pufahl. ñWhether you live 

in a bustling city or on the plains, we are in this world to-

gether with the same purposeðreach more people with 

the precious life-changing Word of God. It is through Godôs 

Word that Jesus connects people to himself for eternity.ò 

To learn more or join the study, go to wels.net/
interactivefaith.
